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A note about trail signs in the Park
When a sign gives a trail name followed
by a number of miles, that is the distance
to the trail, not the length of the trail.
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NO PETS - Pets are not allowed on trails

GSMNP Park*, even on a leash.

BICYCLES - Bikes are not allowed on any
trails EXCEPT for marked sections of Deep

Ranger Creek trail and Indian Creek trail.

HORSES - Horses are allowed on all trails
EXCEPT for the section of Deep Creek Trail
where tubing is allowed.
